In addition to receiving some fund-

ing from the Millennium Fund, Le

area surrounding the pool. The project will
greetly enhance the genera apped of the
site to Canadians by moving towards a com-
plete single-location memoria to Canadian
forces serving in dl thestres in the Second
World War. Our deedline is tight, since Mil-
lennium Partnership rules dictate that the
Project must be complete and paid for be-
fore31 March 2001.

he Foundation’s principal annual activity, a tour of selected Canadian First and Second World War European
battlefields and commemorative sights by 12 Canadian university students, was a great success this year. Planned
mainly by LCol David Patterson, and led by him and Dr. Serge Durflinger, the group consisting of these two and their
charges of six men and six women representing all regions of Canada, left Toronto on May 25 for London. The group
visited the famed air and land warfare museum at Duxford, the RAF museum at Hendon and the Imperial War
Museum. While there, the students concentrated on learning about Canada’s enormous commitment to the air war in

Europe.

Crossing under the Channd by train
on May 29, the group picked up mini-vans
in Lilleand toured Canada sFirst World War
battlefields at Ypres, Passchendaele, the
Somme, Vimy, and Amiens. For thefirs time,
a CBNF tour visited the grave of Lieuten-
ant-Colonel John McCrae, author of “In
Handers Fidds’, in Wimereux, France. On
June 1 the group travelled to Dieppe, care-
fully studying the site of the landings there
aswell as of those at Puys and Pourville. A
sombre and reflective moment for al was
the visit to the Dieppe war cemetery.

Two days later, the tour participants
arived a the Abbaye d Ardenne in
Normandy, ste of the infamous murders of
Gred awpisoesd ver bythe12r ss.
Panzer Divison. As with every study tour,

the group was quartered at the Abbaye for
about a week and participated in the many
ceremonies held on June 6 and 7 at a variety
of locations including JUNO beach, in Caen,
a the Foundation's Memoria Garden, and
in the garden at the Abbaye. The students
met many Canadian veterans and the en-
counters were frequently memorable for
both young and old.

With an additiond two daysa Faaise
to end the tour, the students followed in the
footsteps of the Canadian Army in Nor-
mandy in the fateful summer of 1944, trac-
ing its route from the beaches to &. Lam-
bert-sur-Dives and the closing of the Falaise
Gap. Along the way they visited important
and often tragic Canadian battlefields at
Authie, Buron, Carpiquet, Verrieres Ridge,

Hill 140, and the Stes of many other grud-
ling battles fought during Operations Totdize
and Tractable. Visiting the cemeteries a
Beny-sur-mer and Bretteville-sur-Laize
proved powerful emotiona experiences for
al members of the group.

Before returning to Canada on June
12, the Canadian Battle of Normandy Foun-
dation 2000 Study Tour participants had
gelled into an especidly close-knit group of
young Canadians obvioudy sharing an edu-
cational and formative journey of discov-
ery. The bonds of comradeship which they
developed were forged in the giant shadow
cast by those of their countrymen who pre-
ceded them overseas over half a century
previoudy. And not for a moment of our
stay were these men's service and sacrifices
forgotten. Wk

’\ he members of the Canadian Battle of Normandy Foundation will want to know
that some of our members have joined forces with like-minded people in order to
uggest a complement to the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier. A group comprised of
our vice-president, Hamilton Southam, our presdent LGen Charles Belzile, Cliff
Chadderton, Russdl Mills, historians Jack Granatstein, Syd Wise and Alec Doug-
las, Duane Ddy, Dominion Secretary of the Royd Canadian Legion, and Dr Serge
Bernier, Director of History and Heritage a National Defence Headquarters, have
proposed to the Nationa Capitd Commission that, in addition to the Tomb of the
Unknown Soldier on Confederation Square in Ottawa, seven Canadians who have
served their country vdiantly in war should be recognized with statues on the
seven empty plinths now available in that location. The seven sdlected are cdled
“The Vdiant / Les Vaeureux”. The group has aso agreed to consult with their
organizations members for further suggestions. The sdection follows:

L Thayendanegea, also known as Joseph Brant, Mohawk War Chief and
statesman, born near what is now Akron, Ohio, ( and what was then Indian
Territory under the domination of New France), fought valiantly in the
Seven Years War and, during the American Revolutionary War, led a unit
fighting for the Loyalist cause and was one of the first Canadians to assert
the existence of a separate country north of the American border;

* Charles Michel d'Irumberry de Salaberry, Lieutenant-Colonel, Cana-
dian Voltigeurs, born in Beauport, Quebec, who at Chéteauguay in the
War of 1812 defeated a far superior American invasion force thereby sav-
ing Lower Canada from occupation and possible annexation by the United
States;

e Laura Secord, whose courage during the War of 1812 in bringing intelli-
gence of enemy plans to the British forces & Beaver Dam symbolizes the
immense contributions of Canadian women in wa;

* General Sr Arthur Currieg, first Canadian commander of the Canadian
Corps, in the group's view the most impressive of Canadian generd offic-
asin ether the First or Second World Wars,

\'t Chief Petty Officer Max Bernays, CGM, RCNR, bornin Vancouver B.C.,
whose sdfless and heroic devotion to duty in the action between HMCS
Assiniboine and U-210 in August 1942 represents the contribution of dl
nava and merchant seamen, egpecidly in the Battle of the Atlantic;

* Captain (later Brigadier-General) Paul Triquet, VC, Royal 22e Régiment,
born in Cabano, Quebec, whose courage at Casa Berardi, preceding the
Battle of Ortona, Italy, in December 1943, represents the contribution of
the Canadian Army to dlied victory in the Second World Wer;

> Warrant Officer Class 2 (promoted to Pilot Officer) Andrew Mynarski,
VC, born in Dauphin , Manitoba, whose vaour in June 1944 in atempting,
a the cost of his own life, to save that of another member of his crew
represents the contribution of the Roya Canadian Air Force which, during
the drategic bombing offensve, suffered the most severe casudties, pro-
portionately, of al the Canadian armed forces during the Second World
War.

The Point 67 Memorial

he Toronto Scottish Regiment and
the Village of St. Martin de Fontenoy
have erected a magnificent memorid a
Point 67, overlooking Verriéres Ridge in
Normandy. Thisis an extremely impor-
tant gte in Canadd s military history and,
through the efforts of Terry Copp and
LCol David Patterson, our Foundation
has been closely identified with this
project. The description of events on
the commemorative plague was written
by Terry and credited to the Founda-
tion. The Point 67 Memorid is easly
visible from the Caen-May-sur-Orne
highway and will attract thousands of
vigtors annudly. There is an observa
tion point and ample parking space. This
memoarid is dedicated to al Canadians
who fought there and is one of which dl
Canadians can be proud. e

Barney Danson Receives Vimy Award

or the second year in arow, amember
of the board of directors of the Canadian
Battle of Normandy Foundation has been
honoured with the prestigious Vimy Aweard.
The Conference of Defence Associations
Ingtitute (CDAI) announced in August that
it had selected the Honourable Barnett J.
Danson as the recipient for the Vimy Award
for 2000. Mr. Danson served with the
Queen’'s Own Riflesin Normandy where he
was wounded, losing the sight in one eye.
He was firgt dected to the House of Com-
mons in 1968 and served as defence minis-
ter from 1976 to 1979. Sincethen, hehas

devoted himsdf to many patriotic and
veterans' causes, until recently being
Chairman of the Advisory Committee of the
Canadian War Museum. Hewasingrumen-
td in obtaining a commitment from Ottawa
last spring to fund anew Canadian War Mu-
seum.

The CDAI sponsors this award to “recog-
nize one Canadian who has made a signifi-
cant and outstanding contribution to the
